Espy PTA Wins the Missouri PTA Parent Education Involvement Award 
      Family Meeting Nights began last year as a way to increase parent involvement and provide educational oppor-

tunities for parents and children.  Parents attended a general PTA meeting, made educational decisions for all 

Espy children and learned about topics of interest.   Childcare was provided for children age 0-5 and Espy students 

participated in fun educational activities.  Espy PTA applied and was awarded the Missouri PTA Parent Education 

Involvement Award.  This award will be presented to Espy PTA at the Missouri State PTA Convention in October 

along with a check for $250.  Espy PTA officers will present information about Family Meeting Nights to other PTA 

units across Missouri at the convention. 

      This year Family Meeting Nights will change slightly to meet the needs of Espy parents and teachers.  Many 

parents were not able to attend the 4:00 PTA planning meetings last year due to work schedules.  This year basic 

planning of PTA activities and student events will be conducted during the general PTA meetings held at 6:30.  

This will allow all parents the opportunity to provide input into the decisions that affect their children.  All meetings 

will include a time for questions and concerns to be addressed by Michelle Wilkerson, Espy Principal.  A 15-20 

minute educational speaker will also be provided on a topic of interest.  Suggestions for topics that interest parents 

can be made at a prior PTA meeting so speakers can be arranged. 

Last year Espy PTA was able to make an agreement with the Nixa school district to allow 

teachers to provide small group tutoring during the Family Meeting Nights and include this as 

part of their teacher career ladder hours.  Due to the state education budget cuts, Nixa no 

longer offers career ladder to teachers.  This year, the PTA officers will arrange an entire hour 

of activities for all Espy students and each Espy teacher will volunteer to supervise students 

during a PTA meeting.  By working together, Family Meeting Nights will be a success!
